On October 24, 2004 a group of eleven students

from Georgia State University’s
Heritage Preservation Program
visited Ossabaw Island to help
with the preservation of the three
tabby structures along Cane Patch
Road.

The group of students
spent seven days on the island,
and while there, were involved
in several projects at the site.
These included sorting, cleaning
and crushing oyster shells for
experimental tabby, removing
Portland cement on the exteriors
of each structure to reveal
original tabby, and removing
plaster to expose the original lime
wash on the interior walls.

It cameto me during inspiration
found from the natural resources on theisland, in talks
with educators and researchers on what the island means
in understanding our natural world and in talks with Sandy
West on what the island means to mankind.

The bug really bit me on avisit to the island after
the death of my friend Jack Leigh. | went to see the places

reflected in his book, Evocations of an Island. By sitting
near the trees he photographed, | could feel the spirit of
the island as he captured it, and in those moments, sense
the importance of a place like Ossabaw.
For me, the cure isto continue to work towards
the goals set forth by DNR and The Ossabaw |sland
Foundation.

There are so few places|eft on Earth
like Ossabaw. It is a place where scientists
will research the unanswered questions,
artistswill beinspired to create, people will
write stories of life, and educators and
teachers will take studentsto learn.

News from the
On-Island Coordinator

Ossabaw is home to many animals, most of
which never leave the island. One notable
exception isthat delightful troupe of creatures
that dance across our letterhead, business
cards and virtually everything; The Ossabaw
Island Foundation prints. | have enjoyed
them for years and thought they might have
astory to tell. It turns out they do and |
would like to share that story with you.

Inthe early 1980’s, Craig Rubadoux
(pronounced Roo-ba-Doo), a painter from
Sarasota, Florida participated in The
Ossabaw Idand Project at the Main House
(twice) and The Genesis Project as well.
While walking through the woods one day
he met Sandy West for the first time. She
asked if he had ever seen “ stone mile marker
#6”. She then led him to this little-known
historic site between the Clubhouse and the
Main House. What resulted was afriendship
that grew for over 20 years and endures to
this day.

Craig produced a series of “quick
sketches’ of an alligator, aseaturtle, a
raccoon, ariver otter, adolphin, a deer and,
of course, apig. They were a gift to Sandy
to use as she wished for her Ossabaw
Foundation. Not since the Ossabaw
Foundation evolved into The Ossabaw |dand
Foundation during the early 1990's has Craig
been acknowledged as the creator of these
inspiring images and the story been told.

During a recent telephone
conversation, Craig shared with me alittle
about where he is now, what he is doing and
the profound impact Ossabaw |dand has had
on hislife. Theisland’'s animals made an
impact on him, as did the architectural details
of the Main House. He said he lovesthe
“vastness’ of Ossabaw and went on to share
that “ some of hisbest work was created here”.

Craig primarily worksin watercolors
along with pen and ink. For haf of the year
he works from his studio on Lemon Bay in
Florida. When the westher turns hot, he heads
to his studio on Rose Bay in Nova Scotiafor
the remainder of the year.

For over two decades he has donated
images of hiswork which are transformed
into posters and note cards to support The
Sarasota Music Festival. He continues to
visit Ossabaw and | look forward to hisannual
vidgtsto theidand, not only to watch ataented
artist at work but also to see the happiness
he brings Sandy when he is around.

Second Georgia Historical Society Market Dedicated

A second Georgia Historical Society Marker was dedicated on
Ossabaw Island. Located on theisland’s North End at Torrey
Landing, the marker was dedicated by the Board of Trustees of
Ossabaw Island Foundation and Dr. Paul Pressly, Board member
of both the Georgia Historical Society and Ossabaw Island
Foundation on January 29, 2005. The marker reads as follows:

Ossabaw Island
Ossabaw |sland was home to
Native Americans for four
thousand years before the
arrival of Europeansin the
sixteenth century. Planter John
Morel began indigo cultivation
and timbering in the 1760s.
Four separate tracts were
owned by various Morel
decedents|ater in the nineteenth

century. By Reconstruction (1865-1867), the island was occupied

by the Freedmen's Bureau. Dr. Henry Torrey and Nell Ford Torrey

of Grosse Point, Michigan bought theidand in 1924. Their daughter,

Eleanor Torrey West, established the Ossabaw Foundation in 1961.

In 1978 the Torrey and West families sold and gift-deeded
Ossabaw to Georgia, making it Georgia's first Heritage Preserve.
